Youths ages 6 - 17 are eligible to

participate. All artwork must be done by

hand (or, in the case of physically

challenged children, by foot or mouth).

FORMAT & REPRESENTATION

11 X 17 inches (Ledger/Tabloid) 

Artwork must NOT be framed or outlined

with borders

Artwork should clearly represent the

theme of the contest

MEDIUM

Permitted: acrylic, oil paint, watercolor,

indelible marker pens, felt-tip pens, soft

ball-point pens, indelible ink, Crayola or

any similar indelible medium.

NOT permitted: Non-permanent mediums

such as pencil or charcoal; computer-

generated artwork; collage work involving

the use of photocopies.

MARKINGS

Only art works

submitted from the State Level will be eligible for the

National Contest. Please do not submit art directly to

International: National winners are forwarded to FAI

headquarters.
